The Electrical Department offers courses in the three 
major fields of Electrical Technology. All students in 
this department receive training in mathematics, physics, 
English, and electrical-circuit theory.

GAS FUEL 
One of Southern Tech's major distinctions is its gas fuel 
technology department-the only course of its kind in 
the United States. 

The gas industry is one of the top leading indus­
tries in the United States and the demand for trained 

technicians seems almost insatiable; at least, Southern 
Tech cannot supply 10% of the technicians which the 
industry needs. This means that gas fuel students have a 
wide choice of jobs from all sections of the country. 

The course encompasses the transmission, distri­
bution, and utilization of natural and liquefied petroleum 
gas. Of course, basic science subjects, English, manage­
ment courses, and courses related to the major technical 

speciality are included. The program is constantly sur­

veyed by leaders in the gas industry to assure that the 
curriculum is designed to adequately train gas tech­
nicians.

The demand for trained, qualified men by the textile­
industry is much greater than the number enrolled in 
the textile schools of the nation. Th� course in Textile 
Technology at Southern Tech is designed to fill this need. 

The student is trained in communication, basic 
sciences, managing people, and textile manufacturing. 
This special training should give him the imagination, 
the knowledge and the ability to develop eventually into 
a valuable .executive in this great industry. 

MECHANICAL 
The Mechanical Technology curriculum offers training 
in three categories: 
1. Specialization Courses-Subjects that deal with the

mechanical aspects of manufacturing.
2. Personnel and Management Courses-Subjects that

deal with the human problems that arise in manu­
facturing, including time and motion study, super­
visory training, etc.

3. Basic Courses-Subjects that are basic in any manu­
facturing set-up such as English, physics, mathe­
matics, etc.

Classroom theory is correlated with laboratory work 
in which the student becomes familiar with the basic 
tools and machines used in the mechanical field. The 
mechanical curriculum is the least specialized of any of 
the programs offered at Southern Tech, due to the fact 
that it is practically impossible to predict the type of 
position a man will hold when he graduates.
