The GOVERNOUR’s SPEECH,
Deliverated to the Hon, Legiflature convened in the
Reprefentatives’ Chamber, on Thur{day laft.

Gentlemen of . the fenate, and
Gentlemen of the houfe of reprejentatives,
I HAVE dire&ed the lecretary to lay before you fev-
eral letters whichl have receivedin the recefs of the
court ; among them you will obferve a letter from his
excellency the governour of New- York, wherein he ex-
preflies hisapprehenfion ofa wicked combination entered
into by a number of perfons, with an intention to de-
prive this commonwealth, and ilate, of the lands which
have been lately the fubject of a comaét between them.
I need not enlarge on this {ubje&, as it will appear to
you that the pretentious of thefe people are rather an in-
fult upon this government, than an apology for their
condu€. I have no doubt of your immediate attention
to a fubje&, by which the intereft and honour of the com-
monwealth are {o much affe&ted.
The general convention having completed the bufi-
nefs of their appointment, and having reported to Con-

grefs, < a conftitution for the United States of America.’”"

1 have received the fame from that honourable body, and
have direted the fecretary to lay it, together with the
letter accompanying it, before the legiflature, that mea-
fures may be adopted for calling a convention in this
commonwealth, to take the {ame into confideration. It
not being within the duties of my office to decide upon
this momentous affair, 1 fhall only {ay, that the charatt-
ers of the' gentlemen who have compiled this fyftem, are
{o truly refpeétable, and the obje@ of their deliberations
{o vattly important, that I congeive every mark of atten-
tion will be paid to thereport.  Their unanimity in de-
ciding thofe qecttions, wherein the general profperity
of the nation is fo deeply involved, and the complicated
rights of each fcparate fatc arefointimately concerned
is very remarkable ; and 1 perfuade myfelf that the dg.'-
legates of this fate when aflembled in convention, will
be able to difcern that, which will tend to the tuture hap-
piuefs and fecurity of all the people in this exteniive
country.

By arefolve of the legiflature of the thirteenth of June
Jait, the governour was requefted to raife a body of troops
of not lefs than five hundred, nor more than eight hua-
drad ruen, as the publicexigency, in his opinion, fhould
require, to be ftationed in the counties of Himpfhire and
Berkthiire, and to be continued in fervice for the fpace
of fix month, unlefs {Coner difcharged, in the whole, or
in part, by the governour with advice of council. In
purfuence of that refolve, I ilued orders for raifing five
hundred men, rank and file, and appointed lieutenant
coionel Lyman to the command of thcm.  But the re-
cruitsnever amounted tomore than two hundred and
fifty ; which were, as the event fhews, fully adequate
to the bufinefs for which they were raifed.

Soon after the general court were adjourned, (he‘ in-
telligence from thofe counties indicated a military force
to be unneceffary : but as you had, by your a& of the
twenty-ninth of june, requefted me to write to the gov-
ernors of other ftates, for leave tomarch troops into their
territories, if it fhould be tound neceflary to purfue any
numberofmencolleted there, forthe purpofe of annoying
this commonwealth, there would have been an impro-
priety in difbanding the troops immediately upon wri-
ting letters in confequence of that requeit ; they were
therefore continued in fervice untill the thirteenth of
September,when, by the unanimous advice of the coun-
cil, 1 gave orders for dilbanding them.

Butas {fome perfons, who were under charge for tak-
ing an aélive part in the late commotions, were confined
in the jail of the county of Berkfhire, withadviceofcoun-
cil I gave orders to major-general Patterfon to afford
fuch guard to the prifon, by drafts from the militia, as
the feriff of that county fhould find to be neceffary.

I have the pleafuretocongratulate you, gentlemen, on
the return of peace ‘and good order thus far ; and while
I fiacerely lament thofe infurreétions, which have great-
ly injured the interelt and charater of our country, I am
perfuaded you will join with me in the fentiment, that
this unhappy occurrence cannot be confidered as a cer-
tain mark of the indifpofition of the people to good or-
der and government. Similar infurreétions are found
in the hiftory of all countries ; and although in this ftate,
where no tax can be levied, or law made, but by the con-
fent of the immediate reprefentatives of the people, and

where every grievance can be redrefled in a conftitution- |
al way, they arc inexcufable; yet from my knowledge |
of the greatdegrec of intelligence, which our fellow ci- |

tizens at large poflefs, | am odliged to believe, that a
fenfe oftheir own reputation, and the regard they have

to their own iutereft, and happinefs, will produce a due |
{ubordination to government, and"a regular obedience |

to the laws, without a-further application of military
force.

The lggiflatre having, by their a& of the thirteenth
of June, wdemnificd from criminal profecution all the
perfons concerned in the late commotions, excepting thofe
convifted of crimes, and nine others gpccially named in
the aét; the {upreme executive, on fimilar fentiments,
concieved that a pardon to Jafon Parmenter, Henry M’-
Cullock:, H:nry Gale, and Job Shattuck, who were then
under fcutan¢e of death for trealon, might be granted
contiltantly with the dignity and {afety of the government,
and that fuch a meafure would have a tendency to reftore
the public tranquility, to conciliate the affeQtions of the

cople, and to-eftablith peace in the ftate.  Accordingly,
g\' and with the advice of council, on the thirteenth day
of September, I {raled 2 pardon for thofe perfons.

As atax in the courie of the year will become necefla-
ry, an attention to <he mode of taxation may tend to the
peace as well as to the profperity of the commonwealth.
Wiile we were a part of the Britith empire we neceflari-
1y seyuired a habit of fixing our attcntion upon taxes le-

vied from polle and eflates to fnyply the treafury. This
we were then, from the peculiarity of our fituation, com-

pelled to : but I earneftly recommend it to your confid-

eration, whether, that as the wealth and ﬁowgr_ of the

ftate muft depend upon the cultivation of the foil, and

the encouragement of the ufeful arts, it has not become

our duty to leflon as {ar as we poffibly can, the taxes up-

on polis and eftates, and to raife the neceffary fupplies,

in a great meafure. by impofts on foreign goods—by ex-
cifes on luxuriesimported—aad by taxeson thofcfuper-
fluities which can never be an advantage to the commu-
nity, unlefs it be by producing funds to fupport the pub-
lick burdens.

In confequence of an aét, made in O¢tober, 1786, a
mint has been ere€ted for coining cents ; and a very con-
fiderable quantity of copper coin will foon be ready for
circutation. I wifh your attention to the {ubje&, and
that a law may be made topevent the daily frzuds and
impofitions arifing from the circulation of foreign cepper
coin in this commonwealth. X ..

1 have not gone minutely into all the communications
which are neceffary to be made, but fhall by particular
meflages make fuch as may be for the public intereit ;
and fhall be very ready to unite with you in all meafiures
tending to a proper regulation of our finances, the pro-
moting of vircue and knowledge, to the eftablithing of

ood order and government, fecuring the liberties and
increafing the happinefs of the Uni(efStatcs ingencral,
and thofe of this commonwealth in particular.
