There would neverthelels be (ome confolation, if
thele were the only objeftions relative to repre-
fentation in themew (yltem, but in the fecond fe&.
oftbe firlt are. there is a provifion that * no per-
fon fhall be a reprefenrative who fhall not have at-
tained to the age of twenty-five years, and been
feven years a citizen of the United States,” 8.
had this provifion extended to the foreigners who
under the goverament of the United States, had
contended for the eftablifhment of our independ-
ence, it would have met with no obje&ion; bat as

itnow (tands, any foreigner having attained the
of tventy five vears, having been feven years a
citizen of the Uoited States, and being an inhabi-
tant of any State,may be ele@ed a reprefentative —
and the right of heing ele@ed {enators, is confirmed
to foreigners who fhall have atrained ¢ the age of
thirty years,” and ¢ who fhall havé been nine
years acitizeo of the United States, &c.” Thus are
we to have a (upreme leglflature over us, to confilt
as well of foreigners, 21 of freemen of the United
States.—CITIZENS OF AMERICA ! What
have you tor a number of years been contending
for ? To what purpole have you expeniied fo fres-
ly the blood and trealures of thisccuntry ? To have
a government with unlimited powers. adminiftereC
by foreigners 2 Will there not be immediately
plantedin the feveral Staces, men of abilities, who.
having the appearance of privates, will neverthe-
lefs be in the pay of foreign powers? Will not
fuch men ingratiate themfelvesinto yaur favour,or,
which will be much better for them, into the fa-
voor of the oew government? And after feven
years refidence, will they not be in your federal
houfe of repreftntatives, or after nine years refi-
dence in your fenate ? Will not the mo(t importaat
fecrers of your execurive, ‘refpeQing treaties and
other matters, be by thefe means always open to
European powers 2 Will you not be engzged io
their trials 2 Will ngt youe intereft be facrificed
totheir politicks? And will you notbe the puppets
of foreign Courts ? Perhaps you will be told that
this provifion will encourage emigrants, who will
bring their money to America; but will you for
fuch precarious and futile profpe@s confent to part
with the right ofgoverning yourfelves ? How care-
fully is this point guarded byGreat-Britain. Judge
Biack (tone, book firt, chap. teoth, fays, *¢ natura-
lization cannot be performed but by aQ of parlia-
ment, for by chis an alien is put in exaly the fame
flate asif he had been born in the king’s legiance,
except only thavheis incapable as well ava denizen
of being @ member of the privy council, or of parlia-
ment, no bill for naruralization ¢an be received in
either houfe of parliament without fuch difqualify-
ing claufe in it.”" Other European powers ate e-
qually careful to exclude foreigners from their
councils, whilit we, roo wife to be benefited by the
experience of governments which have exifted for
ages, and have attained the zeoith of power, are
adopting new principles, and expofing ourfelves to
cvils which mult inevitably lead us to de(tru&ion.
What 1 before hinted refpe@ing the danger of
ratifying the new Conftitution, as it Nands, is now
too evident to admit of a doubt: The oppofition
in Peanfylvania have been fo imprudent as to burn
inefigy. Judge MKean and Mr. Wilfon, two of
the leadioz menbers of their State Convention.
The offenders are of obfcure, and perbaps con-

temptible charaQers, and there is danger, that lhex

wilt be arheltad, withcur confideiiog the proba-
bility of their having'been‘excited- to- this outrage
by men of influence—that the government will be
oppofed—and that a civil war will commence,
which will lame through this contineot, the con-
fcquences'af which are to be dreaded : Thus will
the faire(t profpeQs thatcver a peoplé had of e-

| ftablifhing for themfelves good povernmen:, be at

once blalted by imprudent geal and curfed ambicion.
The virulent (upporters of the new ly(?em, fay,
as thofe did in the parliament o1 Great-Britaid,who
pufhed the American revenue-adhs, that the oppo
(ition confilts principally of men of low and valgor

'mindy, but the eveot will be much the {ame in the

one cafe as in the other : The yeomenry (upported
by meo of abilities and integrity in the feveral
States, and fanding oo the ground of right, wil
maintain it; and in cafe of a war, will derive from
this continent, many valuable men among(t us, wh.
althoygh 0ow deceived by ao ariflocratick party,
willbe confidered as ufurpers and ryrants. Thefe
are notthe apprehenfions of a timid miond, they are
o ediQions founded oo our own experience, and
God grant, that the wildom of tk:is Convention, on
which is fufpended the fate of America, may avert
the impendiog evil. You have now the confidence
of your countrymen, and itis hoped will not be
deprived of ir, by the arts of any individuals with
intercfled views: Yoa are now in pollefhion of an
ineflimable jewel, whichif loft by a halty :a_liﬁca-
tion, will L.over be regained. Itis not my wifh to
make any obje&ions to the new fy(tem that ate not
weli founded,aac fuch I conceive to be thofe againft
bizanial eletions : For, conlidering the extent of
the continent—the complicated -bufinefs of the le-
giflature—the experience requifite for irs m¢
—the neceffity of their punQual atrendance-—and
their arrangements for quitting their States, and fa-
miliar biennial ele&ioos, are not lerngthy or danger-
ous ; but can there be any realon, thatio the firft
Congrefs, when the moft important inftitations and
provifions will be made for carrying into efte@ the
new {yftem, Maflachuterrs, who accotding to her
cumbers of freemen, is entitled to nearly eleven out
of fixty-five,fhoald have but eight reprefentatives ?'
It muft cleerly appear, by my {ormer numbers, tha
by tke claufe for regulating reprefentation, weiare
10 be redueed to thelevel of (laves, and that we
1hall foonbe fuch, if the planters of the fourh are to
fendto the new Congrefs, repre(entatives for three
fifths of their negroes. Bur if this rule was even
admiflible, we are entitled to above nine reprefen-
tatives according to the prefent enomeration, and
are told, as a confolation for having but eight

members, that New-Hampthire has the deficient |

member, which to us is the (ame thing. This to
me is unintelligible, for the members of both houfes
are to be paid out of the continental treafury, to
which we fhall contribute a full proportion accord-
ing to our property: Why then rhould we give
upto any State whatever, the important frivilege
of fending a reprelentative? New-Hampthite is a
good neighbour, but like other States, has her (e-
parate interefls, and io purfuit of it, our’s may and
will be factificed, by (uch an unrealonable concel-
fion. It is remarkable, that in the new fyltem
there is no qualification of property, for members
of either branch of the federal legiflature. It is
{urpriziog to fome gentlemen in Convention, that
others fhould wifh *¢to exclude from the federal
Zovernment @ good man, becaufe he was not a rich
one”"—Noa (uch thing is in contemplation, but on
the other hand, they wifh to fend him there, and
waat to know what fecurity there is, that a good
man, not being wealthy, fhall long continuefto be
ebgible to fuch an office ? If there was provifion in
the Conltitution, that any citizen havigg three, fix,
or evea nine hundred pouods eftate, fhould be eli-
gible, and thatoneof thofe fums thould be requi-
fite to qualify him, the publick would be equally
guarded sgainft areprelentation of per(0ns having
no property at all,and an exclufion of good men,be-
caufe not wealthy : But the ohje@ion to the Coon-
Ritation is, that it has no provilion for fecuriog the
eligibility of good men. 1f good members without
much property, (hould oppole the wealthy bat un-
principled ones inyCongrefs, and preveat their pafl-
ing oppreflive alls, fuch a» revenus-alls, calculated

- Great ingenuity has been manifelted in at-
tempts to explain away the meanivg and tendency
of this fatal claufe—a clanfe deftrablive of the fmall
but befl fecurity which the people by the new iyf-
tem will have for preferving their liberties s Letus
candidly attend 16 the arguments urged oo this oc~
cafion. Ooeis, that the legiflatures, or as they are
called rhe fovereigrties of theStates, are to be the
conftituents of the federal fenate, and the people,
the conftituents of the houfe of reprefentatives ;
that in the frequent (trugglis and conteutions be-
tween thefe two braoches :0 depref: and coutsoul
each other, each will be fupported by its conftitas
ents, and therefore that the State legiflatures, if un-
controuled by the fedaral legiflature, would endea-
vour fo to regulate the times, places, ‘and manner
of ‘holding eleQions,as to deprive the people of
their right of reprefentation—Here, belfure, is the
appearance of great tendernefs for the rights of the
people, and nothing but the -appearance § for an
imaginary danger of loofing their rights is held up
to them to them to introduce a remedy which molt
inevitably deprive them of thofe righu. That
there will be fuch ftrngsles and contentions be-
tween the two branches, is admitted—but is

Are mot the
members of one branch of the State legifla~
taces in all the States and of the other branch,
in moft of them, ele@ed annuaily, or for a lefs
time 2 Are not thofe members depeadent on
the people for re-eleQions, and equally with them
affeQed by all federal aad ftate laws ? Can thofe
members have any feparare iotereft from the peo=,
ple for defiroying the balance in the federal legif-
lature ? And if they could have (ucb a feparate in=
teaelt, and fhould ertempt to impair or deftroy the
right of choofiog tederal reprefentatives, would
not the people inftantly feelthe injury, and leave
out of the legiflature men fo inimical to their
rights?

Mr. Russetry,
S I underitand the fifth article in the pro-
poied Conftitution, it is provided by it,
that when two thirds-of the Senate, and two thirds
of the Houfe, (that is, as it appears to me, when
two thirds of thefe bodies, feperately) (hall deem
it neceflary, they fhall propofe amendments, or
when the legiflatures of two thirds of the States,
fhall apply for it,Congrefs is to calla Convention
of all the States ; this Convention when called,
are not to be authorifed to make amendments,but
are only to propde them to the legillatures of the
feveral States, and then it the legiflatres ot thiee
fourth parts of the States (hall agree to the amend-
ments propofed, they are to be confidered as a
‘part of the Conflitution.

I am exceedingly pleafed with thismade, fo
far as itregards the purpofe which it was intend-
ed to effe®. When a government is in ezercife,
all innovations are dangerous ; the forminggsor
amending a government, opens a wide field for
fpeculation, and men of genius and ability will
throngit: One amendment begets another, and
that a third, until, perhaps, the parties .are loft
in the windings of theit own arguments; and
the people throwwn into dreadful fadtions. Ideas

“ like thefe have prevented, and do (till prevent,
the peoplein England,from attempting to regain
an equal reprefentation in Parliament. The ex-
ceeding flow, preearious, and expenfive method for
amendments, propofed in this Coaftitution, wi'l
preveatthofe frequent attempts which otherwile
might create parties, to the great injury of the
general government.

But this remedy is by no means calculated for
thofe defe@s, which appear upon the plan, before
it is adopted. It is only intended for thofe
which may appear ypon the exercife of it. The
United States are under great obligations to the
honourable gentlemen who formed this plan; but
in a country, where learning, ability, and parti-
cularly tne kno‘vledge of politicks, are {o univer-
{ally diffcminated, it would be very extraordina-
1y, if thofe men, however great and learned,
fhould producc a fyftem, in which no amend-
men's, by uthers, fhould not be jultly propofed.
Yet if none could be propofed without introduc-
ing the confufion, which fome peopleapprehend,
we had, it may be faid, better take it asitis. If
there is no alternative but the ratifying this, or
baving no government, this pofition may be fup-
ported. But whether we had better adopt this
asit is, or lay a foundation to obtain amend-
ments before it is carried into exercife, is quite
another quefltion, and one which clearly exifts
To ratify this, as it is,would be clsarly deciding,
that it is right, and a motion far immediate a-
mendments would be prepofterous: ‘There are
