Colonial and American Revolution Historic Sites in Georgia

Near Savannah:

e Savannah Historic District and Colonial Park Cemetery: Site of the 1779 Siege of
Savannah, where Casimir Pulaski was wounded. Visit:

e Wormsloe Historic Site: The colonial estate of Noble Jones (1702—-1775). Jones was a
carpenter who arrived in Georgia in 1733 with James Oglethorpe and the first group of
settlers from England. Wormsloe's ruin is one of the oldest standing structures in
Savannah. Features tabby ruins and colonial history. Visit:

e Fort Morris Historic Site (Midway): A 70-acre park in Liberty County, Georgia, that
preserves the earthwork remains of a fort used to defend the colonial seaport of
Sunbury during the Revolutionary War and the War of 1812. Colonel John Mclntosh
famously declared “Come and take it!” on November 25, 1778, in response to a British

Near Augusta:

Kettle Creek Battlefield (Washington, Georgia): Site of a significant 1779 Patriot victory.
Located in Wilkes County near Washington, Georgia, is the site of a pivotal February 14,
1779, Revolutionary War victory where nearly 400 Patriots defeated roughly 800

Meadow Garden (Augusta, Georgia): Home of George Walton, a signer of the

Lake Hartwell and Hart County, Georgia: Nancy Hart was a spy who disguised herself as
a man to enter British camps, gathering intelligence for the Battle of Kettle Creek. She
lived near the Broad River and famously held Tory soldiers captive. The lake and county
are named in her honor.
