Even though there is a geographical
difference between the two campuses, this
does not give Dr. Pettit or any other
official at Georgia Tech the right to
neglect our institution as they have done
in the past, especially since the present
administration has taken over.

. Some of the major problems that the stu-
dents talk about is that we are getting a
second-rate education with a second-rate
degree; Southern Tech is a jock school for
Georgia Tech or it is a place to come so
some of the flunkies fvom Georgia Tech can
pull up their grades. In no way should we
compete with Georgia Tech because of the
differences in the professional fields
offered. We have got to maintain pride

in our school because we are the equals of
Georgia Tech no matter what the adminis-
trators down on North Avenue think.

The latest case of lack of concern
or lack of consideration comes from the
Office of Dr. Vernon Crawford, Vice
President of Academic Affairs. At the
present time the Dean of Engineering Office
is vacant and Dr. Crawford has appointed
a committee to search for a new Dean.

The committee is composed of five professors
and two students, all from Georgia Tech,

However, Mr. Wynne did say that
he would attempt to get Mr. Paul Smith
of the Placement Office to give a presen-
tation on the success of Southern Tech
graduates in industry.

The meeting between Mr. Wynne and the
respective heads or representatives of the
departments on campus took place on April
18, a mere 10 days before the event.
Perhaps,when the Board of Regents or the
Administration orders another such event,
they will take care not to do it in such
an offhanded manner. Public Relations is
a critical problem here, and we cannot
afford to fall through because of lack of
interest by those very persons who are
supposed to show the greatest interest of

Orvold, head of the Architectural
Engineering Technology department and
A.E.T. professor James G. Fausett, A.I.A.,
have been reviewing the completed
architectural working drawings and are
carrying on an intense study for the
furniture, miscellaneous eguipment, and
interior decor that will go into the
student center.

Since the student centers' approval,
Dean Mc Clure has been actively engaged
in heading the committee for the studeut
center, and in handling the details and
necessary processes for readying a final
presentation to the Board of Regents for
final approval.

A meeting was held in the library
seminar room last Thursday between Dean
Mc Clure, Mr. Orvold, Mr. Fausett,

S.G.A. President Jeff Tucker, and an
official from Georgia Tech. There is
scheduled to be at least one more meeting
before Dean Mc Clure can begin to put

the total package together to go down to
Georgia Tech.

The estimated date of submission to
the Board of Regents is to occur some-
time around May 15, which is not far off,
Hopefully, construction can begin during
the next school year, with the completion
occurring approximately 10 to 12 months
later.

An important point; the students'
opinions and governing body is represented
in all the meetings that occur for the
student centers' planning. This is not
only to be taken as a necessary part, but
also gives the school's administration a
closer tie as to how the students will
probably use and benefit from the center.
