with B.S degree in economics
and business administration In

1944 he graduated from the Uni
versity of North Carolina with
Ph.D in sociology During the time
he was acquiring his Ph.D Dr
Ivey was instructor in sociology

at the University of North Caro
lina He served as Specialist in

Education Evaluation for the Ten-
nessee Valley Authority in 1944
and 1945 From 1946 to 1948 he
was associate professor of Sociol

ogy at the University of North
Carolina

His present position is Director
Board of Control for Southern Re-

gional Education He is also Chair-

man of the Committee on Southern

Regional Studies and Education of

the American Council on Educa
tion

Who in American Education in

1947 and 1948 Other honors were
cited in World Biography 1948
and Leaders in American Educa
tion 1947 and 1948

As writer Dr Ivey has been
the author or co-author of numer
ous publications on education and
