Eflingen, March 20, The 16 inflane, Prince Herman |
of Baden, General of the Imrperial Artillery, aftcr ha-

butbeing difcovered, chey recired, without atiempting
any thing,  The Magiftrates of $trasburgh have prayc3
the Priacc of Baden to fcnd them 1000 Foot , for the
fecurity of their City.

Serasbnrgh s March20. We are told that Monfieut

Verjusthe French Envoy,has demanded of our Magt--
ftrates,thae chey willcaufe feveral Archesof cheir Bridge .
over the Rpine,to be forthwithbroken down,or ocher-"

wile thac they will give Hoftages, thar the tmperig ifts
fhall nothaveanyliberey to p#y it cthis whole Campagne;
to which our Magiftrares have not as yet givenany an-
fwer, but in the mean time*Dave reinforced cheir Garri-
fon in the Forc that guards their Bridge. The Princeof
Baden tas begun to block up-Philipsburgh as well on
this asche ozbxc¥dide of the Rhine, and has turned the
courfe of the River which makes the communicarion be -
tween tkat placcandthe Rhine.  The laft week che Ma-
refchal de Roche fort arrived ac Saverne with 180 Wag-
Fons, laden with Ammunition and Provifions. It is be-
ieved he will endeavorto remove the Imperialifts from
the Polts they have taken roblock up Philipsburgh,or ac
leaft co pur agood Convoy inro it ; and'yefterday and ckis
day we have ncws, that he is marchgd with 6000 Men to-
wares Lauterburgh.  The Dycrat Rargbonac has wric-
ten to the 13 Suiffe Caxons,to defire them not togive

any affiftance to che French as being contrary tothe Al-

liance they have with che Emperor and che Empire.
Colegne, March 24. The répore here is,thac the Duke
of Newburgh will put the Forces he has Jately raifed
intothefervice of che Emperor, chough with whar cer-
tainty we know not. From Szrasburgh they write,That
the Imperial Troops are marching from their feveral

| quazzers, and that beforc the middle of the next month

they will be in a Body, commanded by the Duke of Lor-
rain; for according to the advices from Pienva, Count
Monrecuculi will not go into the Field,bue if his healch
permit, will come to Strasburgh, or fome other conve-
entplace near the Army, to give the Duke his advice up-
onall occafions. The dcath of the Ele&refs of Bavz-
7ia, is confirmed by Letters from aisic, which lefe chac
Court in grear grief; fhe was Stfer to the lace Duke of
Sav0y, and Coufin-Germain by her mether to the Moft
ChriftianKing that now is. The Marquis de Grana is
not yct returncd from che Hagae.

Licge, March 24, ‘The French continue to work in

Bruffels, March 2. On Wednefday latt,all our Spa-
nifh Cavalry that were quartered at Lewvain, Dieff,
Halem . and chofe quarters, had orders,to march withall
fpeedto HafJell, the quarters of Counc Naffau, and to
ebey his orders, who joincd 10 them a confiderable Body
of Datch-Troops, and marckedwith them towards the
Meufe; upon a defign, of which we are asyet ignorant,
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though fome think itmay be to intercepr the Freach
Garilon, who was to have drawn out of Huy yelterday.
We are cold that the Governor of Aesh is going
to build a Citeadel for the farther fecurity of that im-

ortant place. W have advicefrom Lifle, of the 24
inftant, that great ftore ot Provilions had been fent from
thence to Charlcroy, to be Convoyed to Maeftriche, for
the fubfittence ot aflying Army the Marefchal °E firades
isto hive inchofepares.  The 29 inltint, the Marcfchal
fne soo Horle and Dragoons as far as Stracfen.in
Gelderland: where paffing unexpectedly over .the Roer,
they furprized thac place, and in it cwo Troops of Horfe.
The Sscur de Quinones hath obrained leave to quit his
command of Mailtre de Camp Gencral of the Forces of
thefe Countrics, which willbe folely exerciled for the
fucurc by the Count de Rajch. The £renchbegin again
to cxaét Concributions from the Dutchy of Fuliers.We
hear for certain thac the Imperial Army will be 32 ooo
men cffcétive, and chat ic will begin to march about the
midcle of the nexe month, under the command of che
Dukcof Lorra.n,till fuchtimeas General Montecuculi
arrive. We have the confirmation of the deathor the
Ele&rels of Bavaria. From Spirc we have Letters
which f1y that the Marcfchal de Rochefors was march-
ing with 2 Body of 6coo Men towards the Palati-
nate.

Oftend, March 29. On the 25 inltant, about four in
the afternoon, appeared off of this Harbor feven Ca-
persof Duukirk, five of them Frigats mounted from 8
to 26 Guns, and two Snaws of four Guns cach.The{ame
night they made themfelves Maflers of a spanifh Mer-
chant {hip belonging to, and coming trom S¢baftian,
laden to che value of 40 ooo Gilders, which Prize they
fene with the two Snaws for Dunkirk 5 and inthe mean
time’ the other hive continued Cruifing on thefc Coslis.

. On the 27, within three leagues of the fhore, they came

up with eight Billanders of this place, and «wo [mall
Vellels belonging to Btufbing, all richly laden,under the
Convoy of ‘two Men of War of chis Port, the one
mounred wich 24 Guns, and 9o Men, and the other with
40 Guns, and 70 Men, and another Man of War of Zes-
Lind of 18 Guns,and 10os Men, coming from London.
After a fhore buc fharp difpute, the Capers pufl fied
themfelves of cthe cighe Billanders, and the Zealard
Convoy, thetwo Offend Men of War, and che two Vef-
fels of Flufbing made their efcapc, the former baving
fullained licele damage, and lolt only three or four
Men. i

Hagre, March 27.  Yclterday the Scates of Holland
f-parated, after chit che Prince of Orange bad taken bis
leave of them in their Affembly, and chac thicy had been
wirh kis Highnefs to refurn theComplement,and to with
him ahappy fuccefs in this Campagne. Laft nighe liis
Highnefs iffucd out orders, commanding all Otheers to
repaic within 24 bours to their refpeive commands
and we are told thac his Highnels intends to part hence
the 10th of the next month towards Roferndicl the place
appointed for theRendezvous of his Forces, whither
they arc in the mean time marching. . Icisfaid chac the
Staces have refolved to fend aMan of War to Gortea-
ourgh, to bring over the Suedifh Plenipotentiaries de-
Gi3ned for the Congrefs at Nimeguen. We have Letters
from Mecntg which advife, That the whole Imperial Ar-
my will begin t6 march foon after Eafter, under the
command ofgthc Duke of Lorrain; and from Eflingen
they write, That che Marquis of Baden,and General
Sehuliz;had made chemfelves Mallers of Graben;Rouf-
heim,and other Polts near Philipsburg, by which mcans
they held it blocked up on that fide the Rhine, and that

they were endeavouring to turn che cutife of the River
which makes the communicacion betwean Plilipsburgh
and che Rhbine. Befides the cighe Men of War which
we formerly told you were failed out of the rexel with

a fecret Commillion, chereare fix more f3id co be gone

out from Zealand, mounted cach with 20 Guns, upon
the [ime defign.  There are Leecers from Copenbagen of
the 8ehinflane, which inform us, Thac they had thercal-
ready complete for this Campagne 42 Regiments of
Hode Fobt and Dragoons, ready to march 5 and chac a
Squaron of 16 Men of War, well provided, would be,
readyto failin 8 or 10 daycs.". Andfrom Stockbolme, of
the firlt inttanc, we have auvice, Thait cthere lay 12 fhips
ready cofail with Provilions tor Pemercn,(o foon asthe
weather would permity .

Marfeilles, March 14, We have advice kere by a
Veffcl come in from Palermo of a greac Conlpiracy
that had been difcovered at Meffina, for the burning che
Fzench Eleer in Port there, anu che deftroying the PDuke
deVivonne, and all che French rhac are there , and chae
it was gon fo far, as chat soo $p &rifb Soldiers had by
the Confpirators been privately brought into the Town,
‘When the whole macter was difcovered co the Duke de
Vivonne, who caulcd the Auchors to be {eized,and after-
wards punifhed with decath 3 but we know not how fir
we may give credicro all thefe parciculars, feeing ourad-
vices from Naplesof avery freth date, only fay, chat the
Duke of Fivenne undertianaing thac the Viceroy of
Sicily was marching towards pi¢ffina, had thoughe fir
to change the Garifons chat were in fome of the Ouc-
polts,for fear of fome intelligence the Encmy mighe
have formeJ amung them, .

Paris, March 28 The Marelchal de Crequi is pagted for
Flanders, and the Marefchal de Monsmaency for Germany,  On
Monday next the whole Court will remove to Verfailes, where
it will continue till the Kings departure.
