J las been obtcrvcd relating to a reugiou, tcfl by gen­
tle!;"eo of acknowledged abilities, I did not expetl It 
wou!a agai9 be meotioped, as au. objetlion to the pro­
pofed Conllitutij.n, that Cuch • tell was not required 
as • .!j_ualifi�atioa'for oiite, Such were the abil ities, 
and _1nte�n•y of the gentl,emen who confln'.fled the

rifdidion of the United States-and for milfions of 
people yet uobor.n.-A (yflem of government not for 
a nation of !laves, but foe a people a! free, and as vir­

His Excellency the P u l r D £NT ob(ervcd, that a 
motion had been made and fcconded, that this Con­
vention do a/Tent to and ratify the Conflitution which 
had been under conftder.ation"-and that he had in the 
former part of the daf intimated his iotention of fub­
mitting a Prci

pofition 10 the confideratioo of the Con­
vention. My motive, fays he, arife1 from my earneft 
defirc to tlris Convention, my fellow-cititens, and the 
public at large, that this Convea-tiod may adopt foch 
a form of governmentJ as may extend ics good inllu­
ences to every part of. the United States, and advance 
the pro(perity of the whole world. His fituation, Im 
Excellency, faid, had not permitted him to enter into 
the debates of dris Oon\/ention-lt however, Rppcarcd 
to him necelfary, frem what had been advonced in 
them, to adopt the form of government propo(ed ; but, 
ob(erving a diverJity of fentime<ft in the gentlemen of 
tne Convention, he had frequently ltad converfation 
wjth them on the fubjefl ; and from this converfation, 
he was induced to propofe to them, whether the i niro­
duf\ion of fome general amendments would not' be at­
tended with the happicft confcquences : For !hat pur­
pofc he lhould, with the leave of the hon. Convention, 
tubmit to their confidcration a propofition, in cirder to 
remove the doubts, and quiet the apprehenfions of gea­
demcn ; and if in any degree the objell fhould be ac­
quired, he lhould feel himfclf porfcltly fatisfied. He 
Jhould therefore, fubmit them-'-for he was, he faid, 
unable to go more largely into the fubjefl:, if his :ibili­
ties would permit him, relying on the candour of the 
Convclnion to bear him witoefs, that hi, withe, for a 
good goverlllent were fincerc. [ flu, bis E:mllmg 
thin rtad hi, pro;,filid.} Thi,, gentlemen, concludtd 
hi, n�«llency, is the ptopofition which J hod to tnake ;

Mr. Bowoo tK  [if Dortb1Jl1r} obferved, that lte 

could not but cxpre(s his ht!',""<)' apprdb>ation of the 
propo�tion, ,nade by his Excc.llency, as tlrcy would 
nave , temlency to relieV'e the fears, and 'luiet the ap­
prcbenfion. of fome very rtfpetlable and worthy gen­
tlemen, who had exprefl'ed their doullts, whetherfomc 
txplanatioo of certain claufes in the Confl:ittttion, and 
fome additional rellriliions upon Congrcfs, llmilar ta 
thole propo[od by ExccUency, were not neceffary ,-'-' 
But, he Caid, as the propo6tioo were incorporated with 
the great and import&nt queflion, Whether this Con­
vention will adopt :,nd rotily tlie Conllitution � he· 
conceived himfolf in order, :rnd would, with- the per. 
million of the Convention, make a few general ob'fer­
vations upon the ful,jca ; which were as follow : 

lt was ap. anfwe� of Solo11's, whtn i>o was afk-ed• wha6 

federal C:ontlitution, .II.II power i• derived either me-
diately or immtdia:tely from the people in all the 
C<inllitu1ion, ; this is tr.e cafc ,viffi the federal Con-
flitution: The elcflors df reprcfentatives to the !late 
governmenUJ are cleltors of reprefentatlvei ro the fe::.. 
deral govcromcnt : Tho reprcf•�tatives ate chofen foi' 
two ye�rs, (p arc tl!e icprcfentatives to the alfelnblid 
of fomc oi the tlates, The equality of rtprefentatiori 
is tlctermincd in nearly all the llatcs; by hambets, fa 
i t  i, in the fcd.:ral E:onflitution. 

The fec:ond b'ranch cif legitlatifte, in foilie ilf tlte 
ilates, is fimllar to the fcdera: ftna�e, havint not only 
legiflativc, but executive pi>wtrs : Being a legiflating; 
and at !he fame time; an advifing bodY., to tl!e c:tecu,;; 
fite, Such are the affiftants ofRhodc-Inand and Con­
neltitu!, and the council, of New-Jerfey and Georgia; 
The fcnators af Virginia and New-York; are chofeit 
for four yearsJ and (o eleltcd, that a tontinaal rotatiol» 
is cflabli!hod, by wh;cb one q_lfarter of tbeit refpcffivci. 
fenates, is annually, elctled ; and bt wflich, (a, one of 
the Contlitutions ob(erves) there are rnorc me-n train­
ed to j,ublic bulinefs, and there will be ahvays foucd a-. 
namlie'r of p'erfons; acquainted with the proceedings of 
rhe foiegoini years; ana thereby, die public bufine(� 
lie more confiftently conduetcd. T�e feder2l fenators 
are to be chdfcn for frx yea IL:- and there is :i rotation 
fo clUblilhed, for the toafons above incniione!I, fhat 
one third of tile fenatc is to (,� cllo(en every two years. 

_The Preli.dent, and Vicc-Prefi.de'n�, anfwer to office,: 
of the fame name in fomc of the ftates ; and tb t�c! 
o!!icc of Govern our; a.ird Lieut�nant. Obvttnoiir in moil 
of the flate's. As this office is of the utmofl import­
ance, the manner ot choofmg, for the better fccurity 
of tl!e interells of the union; is to be by delegates, td 
be exprcfsly cho(cn for th.- porpofe, ill foch manner, ••­
the di!fcrenl )cgi,liatOrH inay direfl : Thi, method of 
c)iufirtg, '*"' probabl'y taken.fro� the m•nner of choo­
fing fenarors tinder the Conlhtuuon.of Maryltiod.

·mecring·of the legiRature. 1 could have 1v1!hed that
-the P-roc1'lmttion of adjournment had been of an car• 
l ier date 'but the Sellion of the Convention, by the 
�mporta;<c -of me bulinefs before that body, was pro­
tr•l\�11 'bc1ond whot was eiipected. I flaucr my(el f 
that tlri, will be (ati,fallory, as well to tho(e of you 
gentlemen, who having not heard of the adjournment, 
nave 'been fomc �lay, waiting in  tewn, at to thofe who 
<may be ,rpprehcnlivc that the bulinefs of the prefent
-Seffion will demand a longer time than can be conve­
niently afforded ·at this feafon of the year. 

1 have nothing of mllre importance at this time, to 
�•commend to yoll1" deliberation, than the lands of the 

. Cd'z:n-/nonwC-allh. It I• fc:arc y necelre.ry to remork 
that thi, llate, fr01t1 ils particular liiiiation, as well as 
from the noble ardor of 11, citizens in defence of their 
libertih and indcpendel!ce, Ir.uh accumulated a very 
heavy debt ; the intuefi oFowhioh arifes to oinccy thou­
fond pounds ol1nually ; this oonli.!eration alone, gen-

• tlemen •fhowd induce us by every poffible exertion con­
ftllent with th-. puce of lhe Commonwealth, 10 dimi­
rufh the prin�ipal. In  order to this, ihc great qu:inti­
tiei of unappropriated territory both in the eaftern 
-p•tt -of the government, a, well as the immenfc trail 
l;tely· ceded to us by the State of New-York, -afford 
ample refou,ces, if wifely and cxpeditioufly improved 
l>y that fpirit of unanimity aoo difcernment which I 
11.lttcr my(elf will always dillingui!h your condull when 
tho ioterel'I of the people is fo deeply and eJl'entiall y 

engaged in the 're(lllt of your drlibcrations. 
• 1 am forry that my duty urges me 10 mention to 

you the neceffity of a fmall tax, but tlie Treafury is fo 
• !or cxhaulkd, that the bufineft of the government 
mall ceafe its progref, unlef, a tax is ·granted. 

Sinte the !aft feflion, Luke Day, one ofthofc per(ent 
for whQfe ariell a boU'nty wa, oJfered in confaqtience of 
an all ofthe leginature� ha, been taken by fomeof the. 
citizensofNewHanip!hire. to whem oirchundred poahd, 
has been pall!, upon tlieir deltvering him into the cuf­
tody of the lberiJf of the county of SuJl'olk. Could the 
late unhappy commotions be thrown into obliv.ion, 
confillently with the honor of government, and the 
falccy of the people, 1 perfuadc myfelf, it  would give 
1atisfallio11. 

1n the beginning of ,-our Jail feffion, I laid before 
you the Cooll:itution and Frame of Government for the 
United States of America, agreed upon by the late 
Gtneral Convehtien, and tranfmiued lo me by Con­
grcfs. Ac the f) fttm was to be fobmitted to the peo- 1 
pit, and to be decided ·upon by their Delegates in Con­
vention, I forbore to �•lte any remark< upon it.­
The Convention which you appointed to deliberate 
upon th:n impo'rtant "fubj�. have concluded tlicir 
hffion, aftc, hiving adopted and ratiied the propofed 
plan, according to their refolution, a copy whereof, I 
bave direlled the Secretary tb-lay before you, 

The obvious imbecility of the Coafedcration of the ' 
United States, lias too long given pain to our friends, 
and pleafore to our enemies ; but the forming a new 
fyftcm -of Gonrnment, for fo numerouc a people, of I 
very di�etent views, and habits, fprtlld upon foch a 
van extent of Territory, containing foeh a great vari­
ety of foils, and under fucb extreme, of climate, was a 
talk,, which nothing lefc than the dreadful appreheniion 
6f lofing -our national exifience, coulll have compelled 
the people to undertake. 

We cai, be known to the world, only nndcr the ap­
pellation of the United States ; if we arc robbed of the 
idea of our union, we immediately be-come feparatc 
nation•. independent of eacll other, and no Jefs' liable 
to the depredations of foreign powers, than to wars and 
bloody contentions amongn ourfelves. To pretend 10 
exill a, a nation without polfcffing tho(c powers of Cc>­
crce, which arc ncceJl'arily incident to the national 
charaller, v6uld prove a fatal folcci(m in politicks.­
The objelb of the propofed Conllitatio•, are defence 
agaiofi external encinie<, and the promotion of tran­
quility and 'llappine'fs amongll the States. Whether • 
it i• well calculated for 1),o(c important purpofet� has 
been the fobjea of extcnfivc and ltt.rned difcuffion in 
the Convention 1vbich you :,ppointed. J bclicTe- there 
was never a body of meo atreml>led, whh grcnter pa· 
rity of inten,1ion, or with higher zeal for the public 
intereft. And although when the 111amontous �•Ilion 
was decided, there was • greater divifio11 than fomo 
expe&ed, yet there appeared a candour, and a fpirit 
of Concil iation in the miowiry, whi.h did them i'C111 

\onour, :inc'! a"lrorded an happ)' prd'age of' 11111�im
0

ity 
amongn the people at Jorge. Tho' fo 1nany of the 
memben of the late Convention could not feel them­
(elves convinced that they oqgb't to vote for the ratifi­
cation ·of rhi, Sy Rea. yet their oppolirion waa _condu'c­
n,d with a candid and D111nly lirm-ne(s, and w11h fuch 
tnatk, ·M"1ntegrity ••d real regard to the publi-c inte­
rcn, as di4 them t� highell honor, ami ltavct no rca· : 
foll to fuJ'l'°fe that the peace, and good ordtr of the I goverffll!ent i• not their objta. . . 

The ame"ndmenu propofe<! by Ilic C?nv'cntton, �re 
intended to obtair,a  conlli1u11onal fecntity of the pnn­
•iplc, to whidt they rt{er themfclve,, and (?loft meet 
the winles of all t� llate,. I feel myfelf aJl'ored, that 
they will �cry early become a part of the Conll:itntlon, 
aod when 'they !hall be added to the propofed plan, I 
!hall conlid�r it the moll perfell fyllem of government, 
as 10 the objell, it embraces, that bu been known a­
mongfl mankind.
